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Lindstrom Family
Ancestry


Research during this session has continued the documentation for the Swedish ancestry of Inez Victoria Lindstrom. Previous projects have helped to correct misinformation and extend several parts of the pedigree—some more challenging than others. Current research began by printing out the pedigree charts as they existed prior to this project, and evaluating which areas have been extended as far as possible and which still needed further attention. Research then proceeded to address potential families one-by-one, beginning from the top of the pedigree and working downward. It was with this information and these goals that research began.

Family of Christopher Nilsson
	The earliest clerical surveys for this family, dating from 1663, were without order and difficult to decipher as to relationships. An annual search was required through the birth records to document the following children:

	The year 1660 was missing from the records, and was perhaps the year that Christopher Nilsson and Gertrud Persdotter were married, as they were not found in previous years. The death of Christopher dated 8 March 1719.[footnoteRef:5] The death record, much like an obituary, indicated that he was born in Ramsberg, Orebro County, Sweden in 1627, the son of Nils Olsson and Anna Mårtensdotter. He is mentioned as having married in 1658, but no record of such could be found. His wife, Gertrud Persdotter, died on 10 January 1710, and her death record suggests that the couple was married in 1660.[footnoteRef:6]	The christenings of these two individuals could not be researched further, as the records of Ramsberg date only back to 1679. Household of Elisabeth Pehrsdotter 
	It was shown in previous reports that Stina Andersdotter (born in 1716) was the illegitimate daughter of Anders Olsson, a soldier, and Elisabeth Pehrsdotter. Continued research revealed that Elisabeth eventually married a man named Olof Larsson on 22 March 1724 in Skinnskatteberg,[footnoteRef:7] and that she was the daughter of Pehr Christophersson and Anna Olofsdotter. Household of Pehr Christophersson
	When the family of Pehr Christophersson was researched in the clerical surveys, he was able to be identified as the son of Christopher Nilsson and Gertrud Persdotter, as shown as the beginning of this project (Pehr being the same as Peder). That meant that the ancestry could be traced back through two different children of Christopher Nilsson. 	Pehr and Anna were followed forward in clerical surveys until their deaths could be discerned.[footnoteRef:17] Pehr was then located in death records having died on 20 September 1747.[footnoteRef:18] His birth date was given in that record which confirmed him as the son of Christopher Nilsson. Furthermore, the death of Anna Olofsdotter occurred on 7 September 1751, and she was noted as the daughter of Olof Mårtensson and Anna Svensdotter, another existing ancestral couple from previous reports.[footnoteRef:19] She was born on 20 May 1667, and her birth had been gathered previously with those of her siblings. Thus, both Pehr and Anna shared the pedigree with siblings who were also ancestors. Household of Johan Johansson
	Based on previous clerical surveys, Anna Johansdotter was born on 2 May 1754 in Skinnskatteberg, the daughter of Johan Johansson and Maria Pehrsdotter. This family was also found to be rather large, with Anna having had nine siblings. The clerical surveys for 1753-1769 indicated that Johan was born on 10 February 1732 in Ljusnarsberg, Örebro County, Sweden, and that Maria was born on 1 June 1732 (presumably in Skinnskatteberg.[footnoteRef:31] This offered a platform from which to continue researching their lines. Household of Johan Andersson
	 Johan/Jan Johansson was found, as anticipated, having been born on 10 February 1732 in Ljusnarsberg, and was recorded as the son of Jan Andersson. The clerical survey, however, recorded multiple families all living in the same household on the farm known as Fiskbro.[footnoteRef:32] There were no dates and the relationships were ambiguous, requiring research in the other registers to sort them out. It appeared that Johan/Jan was the son of Anders Andersson and was married to Kirsten. They had three children—Anders, Erik and the ancestral Johan Johansson. Kirsten was identified as from Linde, referring to the rural parish of the nearby city of Lindesberg. 	Searches in the records of Ljusnarsberg produced only the births of Erik (on 19 Feb 1730)[footnoteRef:33] and Johan (on 10 Feb 1732),[footnoteRef:34] but Anders was not born there and may have been from Linde. 	Searches of Ljusnarsberg and the rural parish for Lindesberg failed to produce a marriage for Johan and Kirsten. There were various candidates, but they were found to have been from different farms and did not intersect with the known ancestors. Searches for the birth of Anders in Lindesberg produced the same lack of evidence. 	Research in the death records of Ljusnarsberg finally revealed that Johan Andersson of Fyskbro passed away on 24 August 1739 at the age of 38 years and 11 months.[footnoteRef:35] Although he had left the parish for a time, marrying and having a child before returning, his birth was able to be documented in Ljusnarsberg. His parents were also noted in the earliest surveys—those for 1708-1721.[footnoteRef:36] Anders Andersson and his wife, Kirsten, had the following children according to that survey: Mats, Johan (the ancestor), Anders, Margeta, and Karin. 	There was no entry for Mats and a possible Kirsten from the surveys, at least not in Ljusnarsberg.
Household of Pehr Hansson
	The wife of Johan Johansson (who was presented above) was Maria Pehrsdotter—supposedly born on 1 June 1732 according to clerical surveys. Her birth was confirmed in Skinnskatteberg as having occurred on that date, listing her parents as Pehr Hansson and Kirsten Jacobsdotter of the farm of Skilan. 	There was a submission via FamilySearch® which showed Pehr Hansson erroneously born on 11 April 1688, due to misinterpretation of the 4/11/1688 written in the survey. In most parts of the world, including Scandinavia, the dates are written as day/month/year, unlike the United States where it is written month/day/year. There was no birth for Pehr in the parish of Skinnskatteberg, which during that early period included many of the surrounding areas. 
The submission to FamilySearch® indicated that Kirsten Jacobsdotter was born on 12 October 1688 in Ramsberg, Orebro County. There was a marriage for a Pehr Hansson and Kirsten Jacobsdotter there in Ramsberg on 2 February 1713, but the locations were not able to coincide with clerical surveys for comparisons with the known ancestors.[footnoteRef:54] While this marriage entry holds merit, and the submission to FamilySearch® may have been correct in bridging Ramsberg with Skinnskatteberg for this family, several other elements were incorrect. This particular line may be able to be extended another generation or two, but will require some in-depth evaluation of the farms in Ramsberg and surrounding parishes. Such activity was reserved for a future time, while some last minute extensions of other areas (that were already simultaneously underway) are presented below. 	Moving further down the pedigree, it had been disclosed in previous projects that the wife of Eric Andersson was Anna Olofsdotter. She was known from surveys to have been born on 6 March 1776 in Västervåla, Västmanland, Sweden. 	The family of Olof Persson was also found in the surveys, but appeared to include children from multiple marriages.[footnoteRef:56] The survey stated that Olof was born on 17 May 1726, and that Sara Larsdotter was born on 4 March 1747. 	The last documents to be researched during this session were the birth records for Olof and Sara. Olof was born on 17 May 1726, but could not be found in the parish of Västervåla. Sara Larsdotter, however, was found born on 4 March 1747. Summary
	Success has continued to be achieved during this research session, closing out several more areas of the pedigree with research and documentation. The database has been updated with the applicable names, dates, places and citations. Research, for a change, was fairly straightforward and without incident, and efforts were simply concentrated on gathering and documenting. 
In order to better present the lines that have been completed and the lines that still need more work, a pedigree chart from Gustav Arvid Lindstrom was printed. The families marked with a slash through them are traced as far back as possible, while those still needing research are thus identified. It is likely that the ancestors of Gustav Arvid Lindstrom can be addressed, pending any unforeseen obstacles, during the fourth and final session of the current project arrangements. However, due to difficulties encountered during some of the previous sessions, this still leaves the Swedish ancestry of Johanna Elisabet Bergstrom needing to be worked on in the future.
